4.1 	An email was received regarding an upgrade of the Cornerstone mobile infrastructure upgrades at Newpark Farm, Chartershall.

4.2	Paterson's quarry and Roadworks - the 4 sets of traffic lights have gone. Patersons have advised that they are starting works on the quarry access road. Quarrying is to start at the end of the summer. 200,000 tonnes a year, 35 lorries leaving the site each day.  MN advised that Save Gillies Hill closed last year, funds were transferred to the development trust. 
	NB advised that the Council planning department will be looking at the 16 conditions and that they are fulfilled correctly. NB suggested we should organise a 'kick-off' meeting with the head of planning, residents and the elected reps to see what the areas of concern are.
	NB to speak to Jen Preston and Scott Farmer. Douglas Campbell to be invited ACTION NB SN expressed an interest if Douglas is not available.

4.3.	Spending of the Section 75 funds. The funds came from Seven Sisters. Some was for road upgrades. NB advised putting in a CC enquiry for an update as they track Section 75 funds. It should be for community facilities, but it may already be allocated. ACTION AF raise CC enquiry.
